Revelation 5.1-14 –  The Life of the Redeemed:
Proclaiming the WORTH of Christ for Eternity to Receive:
Power, Riches, Wisdom, Strength, Honor, Glory & Blessing!


Rev. 5:1 And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.
Rev. 5:2 And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?
Rev. 5:3 And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, neither to look thereon.
Rev. 5:4 And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon.
Rev. 5:5 And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.
Rev. 5:6 And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.
Rev. 5:7 And he came and took the book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the throne.
Rev. 5:8 And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.
Rev. 5:9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;
Rev. 5:10 And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.
Rev. 5:11 And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands;
Rev. 5:12 Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing.
Rev. 5:13 And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, and power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.
Rev. 5:14 And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever and ever.

I.  BEHOLD, the Lion of the tribe of Judah has PREVAILED to open the book and loose the seals.

Long:  A book held in the hand of Him that sat on the throne was sealed with 7 seals and an angel asking, Who is worthy to loose the seals and no man was able to open NOR to look upon the book and one of the elders said Do not weep: BEHOLD the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the ROOT of David, has PREVAILED to open the book and loose the seals.

1And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.
2And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?
3And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, neither to look thereon.
4And I wept much,* because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon.
5And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep* not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

* Weeping: -- the BEWAILING kind of weeping: This kind of weeping is the kind of weeping of who have not overcome... by those who have put their trust in something and had the rug pulled out from under them and lost that thing...
Rev. 18:19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and wailing, saying, Alas, alas, that great city, wherein were made rich all that had ships in the sea by reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made desolate.
Rev. 18:11 And the merchants of the earth shall weep and mourn over her; for no man buyeth their merchandise any more:
Rev. 18:15 The merchants of these things, which were made rich by her, shall stand afar off for the fear of her torment, weeping and wailing,
Rev. 18:19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and wailing, saying, Alas, alas, that great city, wherein were made rich all that had ships in the sea by reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made desolate.

Struck by the weight of this statement that no one was able to open the book, John reports that he began to weep greatly because no one was found worthy to open the book or to look into it (v 4). John is in the throne room of God weeping. In Revelation 21.4 when the new heavens and new earth comes there will be no more weeping (4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.) 

I can imagine John, with all the disciples kills for their faith and himself exiled on the Isle of Patmos, wondering what is going on. As he thinks of literally hanging on the chest of Jesus taking in every Word He said, and now exiled... And then the Lord speaks to him with a great voice as of a trumpet, acknowledging He is not just the first but the last. Then the Lord gives John a message for the 7 churches (see again Revelation 1, pt. .9-.11. Then the heavenly spheres begin to open up to John. Now that John is beginning to see that the opening of the seven seals will lead to the fulfillment of all Jesus had taught, you can see why he would weep if there is no one found worthy to open the seals. His great longing and desire for all to be made right and all promises brought to their culmination is going to be initiated with opening the scroll.  If no one can open the scroll, there would be much cause to be sorrowful.

...Now one of the elders tells John to Stop weeping; behold, the Lion that is from the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has overcome so as to open the book and its seven seals (v 5). 

We saw in Revelation 3:21 that Jesus overcame. The Greek word translated "overcome" is "nikaeo." This word appears seventeen times in Revelation. It is variously translated in Revelation as:
· "Overcome," as here and in the seven letters to the seven churches in chapters 2 and 3
· "Conquering" and "conquer" (in Revelation 6:2)
· "Victorious" in (Revelation 15:2)
The Greek word "nike" is from the goddess of victory. The idea is one of winning, conquering, defeating one's enemy, and being victorious. Jesus had "nikaeo" by overcoming temptation, rejection, and death. He was a faithful witness (Revelation 1:5).
1 John 4:4   Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.[endnoteRef:1] [1:  https://www.answerthebible.com/what-did-jesus-mean-when-he-said-i-have-overcome-the-world-in-john-1633/
To understand what Jesus meant, we must look at the context. Jesus was preparing His disciples for His coming death and departure. He wanted them to have peace despite the trouble they would soon face (John 16:1-4). He told them that the Helper, the Holy Spirit, would come to guide them (John 16:7-15). Jesus’ disciples were sad because He was leaving, but He assured them that His departure was actually for their good (John 16:5-7). After speaking these things, Jesus then said, “I have overcome the world” (John 16:33).
So when Jesus said “I have overcome the world,” He meant that:
He has power over the world system – Jesus overcame the ideologies and influences of the fallen world system that is in rebellion against God.
He has victory over sin – Through His sacrificial death on the cross, Jesus defeated the power of sin over humanity (Romans 6:6-14).
He has conquered death – By rising from the grave, Jesus broke the power of death and obtained victory over it (1 Corinthians 15:54-57).
He has supremacy over Satan – The devil has been judged and defeated through Christ’s death and resurrection (John 12:31, Colossians 2:15).
Jesus told His disciples this so that they would have peace and confidence, knowing He has supreme authority over all evil powers and this fallen world system. Although they would face trials and tribulation in this world, they could “take heart” because the victory has already been won by Christ. His death and resurrection means believers are more than conquerors (Romans 8:37).
This statement by Jesus is also a truth for all believers to cling to. Even though we will have troubles in this world, we can have peace and hope because Jesus has “overcome the world.” The world’s philosophies, opinions, persecutions and problems will not have the final say in the lives of those who put their trust in Jesus. He is greater than the world and by faith in Him we become overcomers too (1 John 5:4-5).
Jesus has supreme authority over all things
When Jesus said He had overcome the world, it was a statement about His divine authority and sovereignty over all things. Several other passages of Scripture confirm this:
Ephesians 1:20-22 – God seated Jesus at His right hand, “far above all rule and authority and power and dominion.” Jesus is over every ruler, authority, power and dominion that exists.
1 Peter 3:22 – Jesus “has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers having been subjected to him.” All angelic powers are under His authority.
Colossians 2:10 – “And you have been filled in him, who is the head of all rule and authority.” Christ is supreme over every source of authority.
Matthew 28:18 – When resurrected, Jesus said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.” Jesus possesses absolute authority.
So when Jesus spoke of overcoming the world, He was declaring His mastery over every single authority and power that exists, whether earthly or spiritual. There is no higher authority than Jesus Christ. He reigns supreme over the world and the entire universe.
Jesus gives believers victory over the world
Not only did Jesus overcome the world by the power of His death and resurrection, but He also enables believers to share in His victory. Those who trust in Christ can overcome the world by the power of Jesus working in their lives.
Here are some key verses about believers overcoming the world through faith in Jesus:
John 16:33 – In this very same verse, Jesus told His disciples “take heart; I have overcome the world” and therefore they could have peace despite tribulation.
1 John 5:4-5 – “For everyone who has been born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. Who is it that overcomes the world except the one who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?” Faith in Jesus enables us to overcome.
Revelation 12:11 – Believers overcome Satan “by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony.” Christ’s blood allows victory.
Romans 8:37 – “In all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.” Believers triumph through Christ’s love.
2 Corinthians 2:14 – “Thanks be to God, who in Christ always leads us in triumphal procession.” We are led victoriously because of Jesus.
Because Jesus decisively triumphed over sin, death and all evil powers, those who belong to Him share in this victory. United with Christ, believers can successfully resist temptation, faithfully endure sufferings and be assured of eternal life with Him. The world no longer has to dominate us because Jesus broke its power.
We must live by faith in Christ’s victory
Although Jesus overcame the world and has given believers the capacity to conquer through Him, we must daily live by faith in His victory. Here are some key ways we can apply Christ’s overcoming power in our lives:
Rely on the Holy Spirit – The same Spirit who raised Jesus dwells in us, giving us power (Romans 8:11). We must yield to the Spirit each day.
Feed our faith with Scripture – The word of God builds faith and strengthens us to obey Christ (Matthew 4:1-11). Immersing our minds in Scripture is vital.
Pray continually – Jesus prayed often and calls us to be in constant prayer. Prayer acknowledges dependence on God for overcoming strength.
Put sin to death – We must actively strive against sin and pursue holiness by the Spirit’s help (Romans 8:13). Sin weakens our capacity to overcome the world.
Guard our hearts – What we set our minds and hearts upon directs our lives. We must guard our hearts from worldly desires and philosophies (Proverbs 4:23).
Set our minds on heaven – Keeping an eternal perspective empowers endurance and willingness to suffer for Christ (Colossians 3:2).
Remain in Christ – As we abide in Christ through faith and obedience, He lives through us and gives victory (John 15:5).
Although Jesus finished the work of overcoming the world, believers must continually fight the good fight of faith (1 Timothy 6:12) and submit to the authority of Christ each day. As we rely on His strength working powerfully in us, we are enabled to share in Christ’s ultimate victory.
Jesus gives us hope amidst trouble
When Jesus told His disciples that He had overcome the world, it was specifically to give them hope and peace in the midst of coming troubles. Though they would face persecution and hardship after His departure, they could take courage because He had conquered the world.
As believers today, we can take great hope and comfort in Christ’s overcoming power when we face trials such as:
Persecution for our faith – Jesus said we would have tribulation in this world, but He has overcome the forces which persecute believers (John 15:18-20).
Economic troubles or lack of resources – Through faith God can supply all our needs according to His riches (Philippians 4:19).
Health problems – Our bodies may waste away, but inner renewal comes daily (2 Corinthians 4:16-18). We look forward to immortal bodies.
Relationship struggles – Human relationships are marred by sin, but we can forgive others as Christ forgave us (Colossians 3:13).
Emotional turmoil and anxieties – We can cast all cares upon Jesus who cares deeply for us as His sheep (1 Peter 5:7, John 10:14).
Grieving death – Death is an enemy that will be ultimately destroyed when Jesus returns (1 Corinthians 15:26). Believers have hope of resurrection.
Temptations and trials – God promises to always provide a way of escape from temptation (1 Corinthians 10:13).
The troubles of this fallen world weigh heavily upon us, but Jesus came to set us free through His victory on the cross. Though we bear wounds of battle, we have already won the war. Christ has secured the decisive victory and nothing can reverse it. All our sufferings are only temporary, but their outcome is eternal reward with Christ. We can rejoice because Jesus has conquered and we share in His victory.
The book of Revelation provides a great vision of Christ’s triumph over all the powers of evil and the glory awaiting those who trust Him:
“Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, ‘Now salvation and power belong to our God, and authority too. For the Accuser of our brothers and sisters, who accused them day and night before our God, has been thrown down. They triumphed over him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony.’” (Revelation 12:10-11)
No matter what we face, we can have confidence in Jesus’ promise: “I have overcome the world.”
Overcoming the world and sharing Christ’s mission
The victory Jesus obtained over Satan, sin and death was on behalf of the entire world – all people of all nations. His death and resurrection secured salvation and eternal life for anyone who repents and believes.
Knowing that Jesus fully overcame on our behalf should compel us to share the good news of His love and salvation with others. Here are some key ways we can partner with Jesus in reaching the lost world that He died to redeem:
Pray for unbelievers – Only God can open blind eyes to see the light of Christ. We must intercede for lost souls.
Leverage relationships – People are most open to the Gospel through relationships with people they know and trust.
Share your testimony – Tell people how Christ changed your life and the difference He makes daily for you.
Explain the Gospel clearly – Teach unbelievers that only through Jesus’ sacrifice can we be forgiven and have eternal life.
Invite people to trust Christ – Ask people if they would like to repent of sins, trust Jesus and follow Him.
Make disciples – Those who follow Christ must be taught all His commands and trained to make more disciples.
Love unconditionally – As Christ loved this fallen world and died for sinners, we must show His grace to all people.
Jesus has fully paid the price and done the work to redeem people from every tribe and tongue (Revelation 5:9). But He has chosen to use believers as His hands, feet and voice to declare salvation to the ends of the earth before He returns. Knowing Christ has secured the complete victory should compel us to persevere in His mission of redemption until He comes again.
Christ’s supremacy ensures the outcome
If Jesus had merely died a martyr’s death as an inspiring teacher, then His words about overcoming the world would offer no real hope. It is only because of His resurrection and exaltation to God’s right hand that we can have confidence now in this world. Consider the following:
His resurrection conquered death and ensures all will be raised – 1 Corinthians 15:20-22.
He holds the keys to death and Hades – Revelation 1:18.
His exaltation to God’s right hand proves His supremacy – Hebrews 1:3-4.
God placed all things under His feet – Hebrews 2:8.
He is the ruler and judge of the kings of the earth – Revelation 1:5.
He leads the armies of heaven – Revelation 19:11-16.
Every knee will bow to Him – Philippians 2:10-11.
Jesus was not boasting when He said He has overcome the world. It was the prophetic declaration of the risen King who reigns supreme over all and is coming again in power and great glory. All who have trusted in Him can be assured they will share in His final victory.
The book of Revelation provides a stirring picture of Christ’s ultimate triumph which is worth quoting at length:
Then I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse! The one sitting on it is called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he judges and makes war. His eyes are like a flame of fire, and on his head are many diadems, and he has a name written that no one knows but himself. He is clothed in a robe dipped in blood, and the name by which he is called is The Word of God. And the armies of heaven, arrayed in fine linen, white and pure, were following him on white horses. From his mouth comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations, and he will rule them with a rod of iron. He will tread the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God the Almighty. On his robe and on his thigh he has a name written, King of kings and Lord of lords.
Revelation 19:11-16
All of history is moving toward this climactic day when Christ will consummate His victory, destroy His enemies and fully establish His kingdom. The Christ who walked this earth, died, rose again and ascended to heaven will return as conquering King and Judge. This is the future assured for those who take refuge in the One who has overcome all things.
Overcoming through Christ until He returns
One day Jesus will return and completely destroy all evil, suffering and the powers of darkness. Though we look forward to that day, until then Jesus calls believers to partner with Him as overcoming witnesses. He has fully secured the ultimate victory through the cross and resurrection, but we have the privilege of sharing in His sufferings and triumphs until He returns.
As His followers able to overcome through Christ, we must:
Embrace suffering for Christ as a blessing and honor
Continue proclaiming the Gospel in spite of opposition
Trust God for strength and endurance when persecuted or tempted
Set our hearts and minds on heaven where Jesus reigns
Take courage that Christ has overcome Satan, sin and death
Share the love of Christ with wisdom toward outsiders
Be faithful unto death, knowing we will receive the crown of life
Jesus offers His peace, power and protection to all those who remain in Him. He has called us to a life of godliness and courageous faith as we await His return. Though the forces of the world oppose us, we can confidently cling to Christ who has proven Himself supreme. The Lamb who was slain will triumph over every foe. By identifying with Jesus in His death and resurrection, we are enabled to overcome until He comes again in glory.
Maranatha! “Come, Lord Jesus!” (Revelation 22:20)
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1 John 5:4 For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. 5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?

Revelation 3:21 To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.
Revelation 6:2 And I saw, and behold a white horse: and he that sat on him had a bow; and a crown was given unto him: and he went forth conquering, and to conquer.
Revelation 11:7 And when they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war against them, and shall overcome them, and kill them.
Revelation 12:11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.
Revelation 13:6 And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven. 7 And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations. 8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
Revelation 15:2 And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God.
Revelation 17:14   These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.
Revelation 21:7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son.

Beware of statements or teachings that say Jesus earned Sonship, earned a position with God or was found worthy because of what He did. Jesus is God’s Word sent to earth to bear witness of the Truth and as the Truth. There is an intent behind these teachings to indoctrinate you into thinking that Jesus came to earth as a man to show you what you are capable of.[endnoteRef:2] [2:  Example of such false teaching by quote made by megachurch teacher: “When God said “I Am” to Moses, you know, “my name is I Am,” He was trying to get him to see you are as I am.”
Let’s look directly at the passage:
Moses said to God, “Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ Then what shall I tell them?”
God said to Moses, “I am who I am. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: ‘I am has sent me to you.’”
Exodus 3:13-14
Quite obviously, God was NOT telling Moses that he was ‘as God is.’ Instead, God gave Moses a message for the Israelites: he was being sent by “I Am.” Not only does Furtick’s teaching not match this passage of Scripture, he contradicts it directly. Also: teaching that Moses is “I Am” goes far too far. Teaching that reading about Jesus is anything like reading about ourselves goes too far. The Bible is not about us.
Word of Faith teachers regularly demote God and promote man.
One of the most common problems among false teachers today is that they change the focus of the gospel from God to humanity. The biblical perspective is that, without God’s help, we are hopelessly lost. He takes the first step. He draws us to Himself. He enables us to believe. He saves us. We are powerless without Him. The most common error among Word of Faith teachers – and that includes Steven Furtick – is to give us the power. Faith, they claim, brings power.
This is certainly not true, but it’s the foundational error of their movement. Rather than having a biblical perspective, they teach what is essentially magic. [Note: the following is a quote putting a floodlight on false doctrine from a WOF preacher: “If you have faith, they claim, your faith gives you the power to do amazing things. Faith is a force, and words contain that force, so speaking faith-filled words gives you power to change your life. It’s not that God enables us to do things because we trust Him and obey Him. It’s that we wield the same kind of power that God has.”
Along those lines, a lack of faith is a spiritual limitation. In Matthew 13:53-58 Jesus is in His hometown, and He’s not getting the same kind of response there that He got elsewhere. He noted that “a prophet is not without honor except in his own town and in his own home.” Verse 58 says this: And he did not do many miracles there because of their lack of faith. Now take a look at what Furtick says about these events:
“The power of God was in Jesus, the healing power of God, the restoring power of God, the same power that made demons flee was in Nazareth, but Jesus could not release it. Because it was trapped in their unbelief. And there’s one thing that even Jesus can’t do. One thing that even the son of God can’t do. Even Jesus cannot override your unbelief. I see y’all looking at me like, ‘Is that true? I thought He could do anything.’ It said, ‘He could not.’ He wanted to. He was prepared to. He was able to. The power of God was in Nazareth, but it was trapped in their perspective.”
Do you see it? There’s a gigantic difference between Jesus not doing many miracles because of their unbelief and Jesus being unable to exercise God’s power because He was entirely powerless to do so. Furtick puts the power in the hands of the unbelievers, rather than in God’s hands. Jesus wasn’t blocked. God wasn’t powerless… yet [this preacher] claims that He was.
Primary ways that People Interpret Scripture
There are two primary ways that people interpret Scripture. The most proper method is known as exegesis, or ‘reading out’ of Scripture. This is where you read a section of the Bible and you ask what is says. You take out of the passage what is already there… what everybody sees. For example: in the passage above, where Jesus is in His hometown, we should read what the text says and learn from what it says. The assumption is that God has already communicated what we need to know, and we just need to discover it by studying the text.
The other method is known as eisegesis, or ‘reading into’ Scripture. This is where you read a section of the Bible and you add to it. It’s not always wrong or bad, but it’s a good way to run into trouble. For example, in that same passage of Scripture, one might ‘read into’ the passage the idea that Jesus may have been angry at His old neighbors and at His family. The passage says nothing about it, but we might imagine it anyway. The trouble comes, of course, when we pretend that our insertion is the truth. We’re adding our ideas to God’s ideas.
Narcigesis is a new word. It’s a combination of narcissism and eisegesis. This is what happens when we put ourselves into the text. For example, in that same passage, a ‘narcigete’ would put themselves in Jesus’ place. This is an incredibly common practice, and it should not be. Yes, it’s good to ask what we would think and feel if we were in that situation. This is something more. Narcigesis makes Scripture about me. Furtick’s teaching is chock full of narcigesis. He’s not alone, unfortunately. I’m not providing examples here, but a warning to watch out for it. The Bible isn’t about you. You are not the hero of every Bible story. The Bible is about God, and we learn about Him and about ourselves by reading it. You aren’t David, and Goliath isn’t your fear standing in the way of your destiny. We aren’t wandering in the wilderness. You and I aren’t Job, or Moses, or Jesus.

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No one is like you, Lord.
Jeremiah 10:6 Forasmuch as there is none like unto thee, O LORD; thou art great, and thy name is great in might.
1Chronicles 17:20 O LORD, there is none like thee, neither is there any God beside thee, according to all that we have heard with our ears.
Exodus 9:14 For I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy servants, and upon thy people; that thou mayest know that there is none like me in all the earth.
Isaiah 46:9 Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me,

Hebrews 1:5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? But now we see not yet all things put under him. 9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. 10For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.

Hebrews 2:5-10 (AMP) For it was not to angels that God subjected the habitable world of the future, of which we are speaking.  6 It has been solemnly and earnestly said in a certain place, What is man that You are mindful of him, or the son of man that You graciously and helpfully care for and visit and look after him?  7 For some little time You have ranked him lower than and inferior to the angels; You have crowned him with glory and honor and set him over the works of Your hands, 8 For You have put everything in subjection under his feet (?!). Now in putting everything in subjection to man, (?!) He left nothing outside [of man’s (?!)] control. But at present we do not yet see all things subjected to him [man].  9 But we are able to see Jesus, Who was ranked lower than the angels for a little while, crowned with glory and honor because of His having suffered death, in order that by the grace (unmerited favor) of God [to us sinners] He might experience death for every individual person.  10 For it was an act worthy [of God] and fitting [to the divine nature] that He, for Whose sake and by Whom all things have their existence, in bringing many sons into glory, should make the Pioneer of their salvation perfect [should bring to maturity the human experience necessary to be perfectly equipped for His office as High Priest] through suffering.

Job 7:17   What is man, that thou shouldest magnify him? and that thou shouldest set thine heart upon him?

🕆 Who is this son of man? John 12:34- 34The people answered him, We have heard out of the law that Christ abideth for ever: and how sayest thou, The Son of man must be lifted up? who is this Son of man? 35 Then Jesus said unto them, Yet a little while is the light with you. Walk while ye have the light, lest darkness come upon you: for he that walketh in darkness knoweth not whither he goeth.
John 12:23 And Jesus answered them, saying, The hour is come, that the Son of man should be glorified.
John 13:31   Therefore, when he was gone out, Jesus said, Now is the Son of man glorified, and God is glorified in him.
Acts 7:56 And said, Behold, I see the heavens opened, and the Son of man standing on the right hand of God.
Revelation 1:13 And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.
Revelation 14:14 And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle.

We have looked at the Scriptures that tell us God’s desire is for us to rule and reign with Him... 
So humanity was designed to have the "glory and honor" of reigning with and by Christ’s redemption. But we fell into sin, and the world was broken. And yet, God sent His only Son as part of His divine plan to pay the penalty of sin, which is death, and to give, as the gift of God, His payment for man’s sin to become their righteousness through Him, having tasted death for the penalties of all mankind  (Hebrews 2:9). Hebrews 210For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things [in other words, God the Father], in bringing many sons (1 John 3.2 Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is.) unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. [Remember what unto glory is in Scripture? It is when the sacrifice is laid on the altar (Rom 12.1-2) and God accepts it (through Christ’s atonement for sin), His fire falls and consumes the altar and what is left is His glory.]

Remember we looked at this in Lesson 4 and it would behoove us to look at this again here in this aspect:

The twenty-four elders here are those introduced in verse four, having "white garments, and golden crowns on their heads (Revelation 4:4). These elders have thrones that they sit on themselves, but they also worship Him who sits on the throne and cast their crowns before the throne. 
The Greek word translated elders is "presbyteros" and indicates those having authority. These elders have been given authority. They have power and authority themselves, but they submit their power under the One who has ultimate authority. The image of them giving glory and honor to God shows that although God has granted them the glory and honor of having authority, they recognize that God is the source of all glory and honor. 
Thus, these elders who have been elevated to reign are themselves servants. The image of them casting their crowns before the throne indicates full submission of their authority to the One who is over all.
Presuming that these elders either represent or are the chief among those who overcome, it is consistent with the primary admonition of Revelation that those who are faithful witnesses gain great rewards. In Revelation 3:21 Jesus promised that for those who overcome as He overcame, He would share His authority with them. Now we see this image of those given to share authority, and they are in full submission. Their submission is voluntary-it stems from their worship of God. 
This picture of submission shows that those who will be given power to reign will be those who are faithful and willing servants. This is a consistent theme throughout scripture. A few verses that assert the theme of faithful servants receiving authority follow:

Matthew 25:21, the Parable of the Talents, where Jesus rewards the faithful servants by making them rulers over many things. 
Hebrews 2:5-10, where Jesus led the way to restore humanity to the "glory and honor" of reigning over the earth through the "suffering of death." He desires to bring many sons with Him to the restored glory of having authority over the earth.
Romans 8:17b, which says those who suffer as Jesus suffered will share His inheritance, which is to reign over the earth. 

Therefore, Jesus now is worthy to break the scrolls, and begin the sequence of events that will lead to the end of the age for this earth, and begin a new age with a new earth (Revelation 21:1   And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 2 Peter 3:12-13 Looking for and hasting unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the heavens being on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat? 13 Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.)

The Lion is from the tribe of Judah and the Root of David (v 5). These both point to this Lion as being the king. We are in the throne room, and the throne room has a king. That king is Jesus, the Son of David who has the right to reign (Matthew 1:1 The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham.). He is of the tribe of Judah, because David is from that tribe. We could therefore read the Root of David as describing the tribe of Judah, or as Jesus being the Root of David. He is the One who will reign forever, as God promised David (2 Samuel 7:13).
The Lion is Jesus. Jesus is the Lion because He is the king. In the next section, a Lamb is also introduced (Revelation 5:6). The Lamb is also Jesus. He is the Lamb because He died for the sins of the world (John 3:16). The Lamb is the only one deemed worthy to open the book and its seven seals (v 5). He is worthy because He has overcome. He has "nikaeo."
The Lamb has overcome the obstacles of the world (temptation, rejection, and death) and served faithfully, learning obedience even unto death on the cross (Philippians 2:8-11 8And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: 10 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; 11 And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.) He died for the sins of the world, fulfilling His Father's will. Therefore, His name has been lifted above every name, and He is worthy (Philippians 2:9). Because He allowed Himself to be sacrificed for the sins of the world, He is the Lamb of God, He has overcome, and He is worthy.

Application Questions:

	1.  Am I weeping? Do I see what Jesus accomplished on the cross as the payment of my sin that allows me to be seen in HIS RIGHTEOUSNESS because of His atonement*? 
*Atonement: In theology, the expiation of sin made by the obedience and personal sufferings of Christ.
From etymonline: Theological meaning "reconciliation" (of man with God through the life, passion, and death of Christ)...; that of "satisfaction or reparation for wrong or injury, propitiation of an offended party"...

2.  Do I see that there is ONLY ONE WORTHY to open the scrolls: He is Lord of lords, and King of kings:..? 

3.  Do I realize the incredible truth of the Gospel enough to break out into worship at every thought of it?
1 Timothy 1.15-17 15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief. 16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting. 17 Now unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen. 

4.  Do I carry His call, as chosen, and faithful (Revelation 17.14) knowing it is only in HIM as the gift of God because He paid the penalty for my sin?
(Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.)

5.  Do I have my eyes on Jesus as the AUTHOR and as the FINISHER of my faith? 

II.  The Lamb carries the 7 Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.

Long: I beheld, and LO in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts and in the midst of the elders stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having 7 horns and 7 eyes, which are the 7 Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth, and He came, and He took the book out of the right hand of Him that sat upon the throne, and the 4 beasts and 24 elders fell down before the Lamp, every one having harps and golden vials full of odors which are the prayers of the saints.

6And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.*
7And he came and took the book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the throne.
8And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.**

*In Revelation 1, we saw the seven stars and seven lampstands in the throne room, which were the seven angels and seven churches. Now we have the seven horns and seven eyes of the Lamb, which are the seven Spirits of God, sent out into all the earth. Earlier, the angels were being sent to the seven churches only, but now the Spirits of God are going into all the earth. 

The number seven depicts completion in scripture, as in the creation being completed in seven days. So we might see that seven horns stands for complete power, and seven eyes signifies total knowledge.  God is omniscient and omnipresent; His Spirit is everywhere and He knows everything. It is clear that the Lamb is also God. 

**The twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, showing that the Lamb has authority over all of the elders (v 8). This is likely because the Lamb is Jesus, the Word of God made flesh who is the One who paid the penalty for our sin by offering Himself as the perfect sacrifice to atone for our sins. (Hebrews 1:5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son? Hebrews 1:8 But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom. Hebrews 1:13 But to which of the angels said he at any time, Sit on my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool?). As the Lamb, He took away the sins of the world. As the "Son" He is the Lion of Judah who will reign over the earth. 
The twenty-four elders might either represent or be the leaders of those believers who lived in full submission to the authority of the One Who is overall, who, because Jesus overcame, received His victory and overcame the temptation to serve mammon* and who accepted Christ’s payment for the penalty of their sin and thus overcame eternal death and separation from God. These may indicate those who lived as faithful witnesses who did not fear rejection, loss, or death from the world.
* Matthew 6.24 24 No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.

The number of the twenty-four elders is not explained. Jesus promised the disciples that they would sit on twelve thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel in His coming kingdom (Matthew 19:28), so it is possible that they are twelve of the twenty-four...
The imagery of what each of the creatures and elders are holding is depicted as a harp and golden bowls full of incense (v 8). This mention of the harp is one of four occurrences in Revelation... These harps are held by the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders. The harps are not [said to be] being played. 

In Revelation 15:2, the word appears again in the phrase "harps of God" being held by those who were "victorious" ("nikaeo"). This infers that the harps are a reward God gives to overcomers. Perhaps, just as the elders who had overcome have crowns, indicating authority and worship by casting them before the throne, those with harps of God participate in a heavenly orchestra. The harps then appear to indicate a sort of privilege. 

The golden bowls contain the prayers of the saints (v 8). Apparently, when believers pray they fill the bowls of the creatures and the elders. In the Psalms, David asks God, "May my prayer be counted as incense before You; The lifting up of my hands as the evening offering" (Psalm 141:2). 

Today, when we hear the word saints, we might think about the canonical saints, believers of great note here on earth. But here saints translates the Greek word "hagios" which is most often translated "holy" or "set apart." Paul uses the word to refer to all the believers in Rome (Romans 1:7 To all that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ.) which indicates that the designation "holy" can apply to any believer who is made holy by being in Christ through faith (2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.). 

This designation of saints could also apply to those believers who by conduct of their lives have lived set apart from the world, living in obedience as faithful witnesses and have, therefore, had their prayers avail much (James 5:16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.). It is inferred here that the prayers of these saints are like incense that fill the golden bowls in the throne room and are a sweet and fragrant offering to God. 

We will see in a later chapter that bowls full of the wrath of God are poured out upon the earth to bring judgment to unrighteousness. These bowls are provided by the four creatures (Revelation 15:7). It could be that the prayers of the saints include prayers for the restoration of the earth, for justice to come to the earth-that the wrath of God upon unrighteousness is connected to these prayers.[endnoteRef:3] [3:  https://thebiblesays.com/en/commentary/rev+5:6 although some serious errors in doctrine omitted.

III.  Jesus is worthy and has redeemed us to God by His blood and made us kings and priests and we shall reign the earth.

Longer: The 4 beasts and 24 elders sang a new song: Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation; And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.

9And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;
10And hast made us unto our God kings* and priests:** and we shall reign on the earth.

*It is possibly related to Old English cynn "family, race" (see kin), making a king originally a "leader of the people." Or perhaps it is from a related prehistoric Germanic word meaning "noble birth," making a king etymologically "one who descended from noble birth" (or "the descendant of a divine race"). [etymonline]
Websters Dictionary 1828 1. The chief or sovereign of a nation; a man invested with supreme authority over a nation, tribe or country; a monarch.

This new song is sung to Jesus, the Lamb, proclaiming the ways in which He is worthy to break the seals of the book. The song celebrates that the Lamb is worthy. 

John wept earlier when no one was found to break the seals and open the book, which will lead to the culmination of all history, and the restoration of all things to God's created order. Now there is great celebration, because the Lamb is worthy to open the scroll and restore all things. Jesus is worthy of all the glory and honor to take all authority because He paid the penalty for our sin and fulfilled the law (Matthew 5:17  Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.) Jesus died and paid for our redemption with the blood of His perfect sacrifice. And not just the purchase of some people, but for all people: every sin was nailed to the cross and was paid for by Jesus (Colossians 2:13-14  13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross). 

And why has He purchased us? Because of His great love for us, He redeemed us. (redeem: early 15c., redemen, "buy back, ransom, recover by purchase," also in a theological sense, "deliver from sin and spiritual death,"... [etymonline])  He bought us back, recovered us by purchase, delivered us from sin and spiritual death, having paid for us the penalty we owed for our sin. He removed the separation of the veil that separated us from Him, which veil was rent at His death when payment of our penalty was made. This is so important it is listed in three gospels: Matthew 27.50-51; Mark 15.37-38 and Luke 23.44-45. This indicated the removal of the barrier of the penalty of sin, which allowed all believers to enter into God’s presence, and marked the end of the need for a high priest to enter the Holy of Holies because the sacrifice of Christ fulfilled the requirements of the law. 

He has purchased for God with His blood men from every tribe and tongue and people and nation (v 9). Jesus gave His life as the Lamb of God, an offering as the atonement for our sins, to take away the sins of the world. This is the gospel in a nutshell: that Jesus died to pay the penalty for the wages of sin, which penalty is death, restor[ing] humanity to God and redeem[ing] the world (John 3.14 14And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: 15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life. 16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 1 Corinthians 15.3 3For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; 4 And that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the scriptures:...). 

The Lamb is worthy to "receive power and riches and wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing" (Revelation 15.12). God originally given humans dominion over the earth (28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth (Gen 1.28). Those believers who overcome will gain the incredible reward of reigning with Christ and being entrusted with His authority over the earth. (Jesus has made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth, because of and with the authority granted to us by Him v 10). But that is only possible because He is worthy and has paid the penalty for our sin to clothe us with His righteousness. Without Him we can do nothing... (John 15.5), and He is the same yesterday today and forever (Hebrews 13.8). 
Jesus already had all authority (Matthew 28.18  18And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.).  Jesus left instructions for His disciples to take the gospel everywhere they went, making disciples (Matthew 28.19-20  19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.). 

John 17.21-26   21 That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 22 And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: 23 I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. 24 Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world. 25 O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me. 26 And I have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them. 

We are called to worship God and entrusted to serve others, exercising authority and upholding His righteousness. Having seen the directives in the word of God to those who represent Him,[endnoteRef:4] we can see that being entrusted to rule and reign with Him is because He entrusts us with such a position because we act on His behalf.  [4:  Titus 1:5   For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the things that are wanting, and ordain elders in every city, as I had appointed thee:
Titus 1:6   If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot or unruly. 7 For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre; 8 But a lover of hospitality, a lover of good men, sober, just, holy, temperate; 9 Holding fast the faithful word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine both to exhort and to convince the gainsayers.
1Timothy 3:1   This is a true saying, If a man desire the office of a bishop, he desireth a good work. 2 A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of good behaviour, given to hospitality, apt to teach; 3 Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous; 4 One that ruleth well his own house, having his children in subjection with all gravity; 5 (For if a man know not how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?) 6 Not a novice, lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil. 7 Moreover he must have a good report of them which are without; lest he fall into reproach and the snare of the devil.

Isaiah 14:12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! 13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: 14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

In Romans, the Apostle Paul infers that the end of this age of the earth is awaiting the "fullness of the Gentiles" to be completed prior to physically installing His kingdom (Romans 11.25-32[endnoteRef:5]).  [5:  Romans 11.25-32 25 For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in. 26 And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob: 27 For this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins. 28 As concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the fathers’ sakes. 29 For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance. 30 For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief: 31 Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 32 For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all.

The nation of Israel was appointed to have a function to be a kingdom of priests, showing God's righteousness to other nations, and being a light to the world. (Exodus 19.3-6 3 And Moses went up unto God, and the LORD called unto him out of the mountain, saying, Thus shalt thou say to the house of Jacob, and tell the children of Israel; 4 Ye have seen what I did unto the Egyptians, and how I bare you on eagles’ wings, and brought you unto myself. 5 Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine: 6 And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel.)

We know that if He makes us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth (v. 10), we will serve Him in our appointed and given offices. This shows that we are a part of a kingdom, with a role of serving God and being a part of ruling under His divine authority. 

John 12:26 If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour.
Revelation 7:14 And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. 15 Therefore are they before the throne of God, and serve him day and night in his temple: and he that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among them.
Revelation 22:3 And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him:
2 Timothy 2.12 If we suffer, we shall also reign with him: if we deny him, he also will deny us:
1Peter 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.
Exodus 19.5-7 5 Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine: 6 And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel. 7 And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid before their faces all these words which the Lord commanded him.
Revelation 1.6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
Revelation 2.26 And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the end, to him will I give power over the nations:
Revelation 20.6 Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.

This section’s focus is on Jesus, Who is on the throne of heaven, as worthy to begin putting the all things under His authority and to make a final decimation of the works of the enemy in fulfillment of His plan for His people. He will bring with Him from every tribe and tongue and people and nation with Him. These will be the faithful witnesses. They will receive the great blessing, because of the authority, gift and power of Christ’s redemption (Revelation 1.3).

Application Questions:

	1.  Do I live the life of the redeemed that has cost Jesus His blood? Read over the below Scriptures and pray that I reflect what He gave me:

1Peter 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light. 
Exodus 19.5-7 5 Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine: 6 And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel. 7 And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid before their faces all these words which the Lord commanded him.

	2.  If Jesus made me a king and a priest, am I bringing His reign to earth in that way now? How about in my own choices and challenges?

IV. Do I hear the voice of many angels and those around the throne saying loudly: WORTHY is the Lamb that was slain to receive, for ever and ever:
· Power – have I loudly proclaimed the power of God? 
· Riches – have I shown in my life the true riches of Christ? 
· Wisdom – do I cry after Wisdom daily? Prov. 4.7 Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get understanding. Prov. 16.6 How much better is it to get wisdom than gold! and to get understanding rather to be chosen than silver
· Strength – do I live in the presence of God which is my Strength? 1 Chr. 16.27 Glory and honour are in his presence; strength and gladness are in his place.
· Honor – do I honor Him in ALL I do? Psa. 71.8 Let my mouth be filled with thy praise and with thy honour all the day.
· Glory – does my life, burnt on the altar (Rom 12.1-2) give HIM glory?
· Blessing – do I bless the Lord at all times – His praise continually in my mouth? (Ps 34.1)

Longer: I heard the voice of many angels around the throne and the beasts and elders, 10,000 times 10,000 and thousands of thousands, saying with a loud voice: Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing. 13And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honor, and glory, and power, be unto him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever. And the 4 beasts said AMEN and the 24 elders fell down and worshipped Him that lives forever and ever.

11And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands.
12Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing.
13And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honor, and glory, and power, be unto him that sixtieth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.
14And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever and ever.

In the previous section, the living creatures and the elders had fallen down to worship the Lamb (Revelation 5:8). They had begun to sing a "new song" singing of the worthiness of the Lamb to receive all honor and all blessings and to reign over the earth (Revelation 5:9-10). The "new song" also speaks of the wonder that Jesus will include peoples from every nation to reign with Him, to be a "kingdom" and to be "priests" appointed by the great King of Kings and the Great High Priest (Hebrews 8:1). 

Now John looked. He says I heard the voice of many angels around the throne and the beasts and the elders in their song (v 11). John continues, and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands of voices (v 11). 

That there are ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands could mean a number of things. It could be that the ten thousand times ten thousand refers to all or any combination of all angels, all creatures, all creation and all peoples, since this saying is spoken by every created thing which is in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and on the sea, and all things in them (v 13). This could even include those who are not redeemed, since Every knee will bow, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. (Philippians 2.10)

That there are thousands of thousands noted separately from the ten thousand times ten thousand could simply be emphasizing the vast number. But the Greek word translated ten thousand times ten thousand indicates an innumerable company and is #3461. μυρίας murias, moo-ree´-as; from 3463; a ten-thousand; by extension, a “myriad” or indefinite number: — ten thousand. Thousands of thousands would be many millions and is #5505. χιλιάς chilias, khil-ee-as´; from 5507; one thousand (“chiliad”): — thousand, taken from # 5507. χίλιοι chilioi, khil´-ee-oy; plural of uncertain affinity; a thousand: — thousand. 
The thousands of thousands could refer to the overcomers, those who chose the narrow way. As Jesus said in Matthew 22:14, many are called but few are chosen, indicating that it will be a small subset of believers who choose to walk as faithful witnesses and gain the fullest of rewards (as promised in Revelation 1:3). A primary emphasis of Revelation is that believers can be numbered as overcomers and receive the incredible reward of reigning with Christ, entering the joy of our Master (Matthew 25:21; Revelation 3:21). 

And this vast assembly said with a loud voice: Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing. (v 12). 

The new song in verses 9-10 was sung to the Lamb that "You were slain," but now the Lamb is directly named as the Lamb that was slain (v 12). And He is proclaimed as worthy, not only to break the seals and open the book, but receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing. This is the culmination of the end of this age.

His name is lifted above every name (Philippians 2:8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: 10 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; 11 And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.) 

Because He is worthy, He will now open the scroll and usher in the end of the age, and take possession of the throne of the new heaven and new earth. He will dwell upon the earth among humanity, with His glory fully unveiled. This fulfills prophecies such as Isaiah 65:17-19 (17For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered, nor come into mind. 18 But be ye glad and rejoice for ever in that which I create: for, behold, I create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy. 19 And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice of crying.), where a new heaven and earth are promised. The descent from heaven indicates that this is a gift from God, not built by human hands, and represents the ultimate reconciliation between God and humanity. (Revelation 21.22-24 22 And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it. 23 And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. 24 And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it.). 

That which was previously granted to Him will now be possessed. Incredibly, Jesus intends to share that reward with those that are His (Revelation 5:10). He will share His authority with those who have overcome (Revelation 3:21). The praise of the Lamb that was slain is joined by all of creation:...

13And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honor, and glory, and power, be unto him that sixtieth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.  
As if the thousands of thousands of voices were not enough (v 11), every created thing which is in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and on the sea, and all things in them began to speak as well (v 13). 

Psalm 19 says the creation already declares praises to God:
"The heavens are telling of the glory of God;
And their expanse is declaring the work of His hands.
Day to day pours forth speech,
And night to night reveals knowledge."
(Psalm 19:1)

The Apostle Paul quotes from Psalm 19 to make the point that the gospel is declared to all peoples, because all can see God's creation (Romans 10:18). Here in verse 13 the praise of every created thing becomes audible. Jesus, the Lamb, is worthy to receive possession of and authority over all that is. Now this throng consisting of every created thing offers their praise and consent to the authority of Jesus to have dominion forever and ever. 

Thus Jesus, the Son of David, will ascend to the throne of David forever and ever. But He will also ascend to the throne of the entire earth. 

Earlier in this chapter, it was said that "And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the book or to look into it" (Revelation 5:3). They looked throughout creation and found no one to open the scroll. But now Jesus, the Lamb, has been found worthy. So now every created thing and everyone on the sea, and all the things in them are celebrating that Jesus is worthy to open the scroll; now creation will be fully redeemed (v 13). 

The Lamb is the one who sits on the throne, which means He is over all creation. This was the case for Jesus prior to Him coming to earth, as Philippians says that prior to coming to earth as a human, Jesus "existed in the form of God" (Philippians 2:6). That means He was already on the throne of heaven as God. But now He is on the throne of heaven as the Lamb of God. In order to become the Lamb, He had to become human, and die to take away the sins of the world. 

Because of His willingness to leave heaven, become the Lamb, bear the sins of the world, and pave the way for the restoration of all creation, He deserves blessing and honor and glory and dominion forever and ever (v 13). 

He died for the sins of the world, so that full restoration of relationship with God is gained by all who believe (John 3:14-16). God is the inheritance for all who believe (Romans 8:17a). 
Jesus desires to appoint others to reign with Him (Revelation 3:21). Jesus overcame rejection, loss, and death from the world. But notwithstanding the great rewards He will give, every created thing, as well as the elders who have been given crowns and thrones, all prostrate themselves and worship the Lamb:

14And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever and ever.
The word Amen is #281. ἀμήν amen, am-ane´; of Hebrew origin (H543); properly, firm, i.e. (figuratively) trustworthy; adverbially, surely (often as interjection, so be it): — amen, verily. "may This might indicate a unanimous affirmation that all creation longs to be redeemed, and is anxious to see the Lamb open the scroll and begin the process of restoring creation; justice will reign, and there will be a new heaven and earth (Romans 8:22-23 22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 23 And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.). [endnoteRef:6] [6:  https://thebiblesays.com/en/commentary/rev+6:1 although some serious errors in doctrine omitted.

Romans 6  1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? 2 God forbid.
